Four Square: Significant Images or Moments

Close your eyes and visualize the most powerful image or moment you remember from “The White Umbrella”.  Then give each student a large sheet of white paper and crayons.  Ask students to do the following things:

1. Fold their paper into four squares.

2. In the top left corner, have students draw a picture of a powerful image from “The White Umbrella”.

3. In the second box, students put the picture into words.  They describe what is happening.

4. In the third box, students write a letter to someone who hasn’t read the narrative on the significance of the image or moment they chose.  The idea here is to have students begin to analyze why they chose what they did.

5. In the fourth box, students respond to the image or moment by creating a word collage or poem, following a stream of consciousness, or in any way responding to the scene they have drawn.  A Found Poem, where students choose words and phrases from the text and arrange them like a poem, might be a good way to use this fourth box.
