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Good Classroom Strategies

· Post the standard that relates to the lesson you are currently teaching from the Instructional Guide/Content Module.  If you need copies of standards, ask your coach.

· Display recent student work with rubric and a description of the assignment from lessons from the District Content Modules and were part of the Persuasion unit (see attached: Standard Based Bulletin Boards).

· Have a clean and organized environment.

· Use word walls reflective of the District Content Modules and current unit of instruction.

· Arrange desks to facilitate student conversation.

· Increase your time spent in the role of facilitator.

· Have a print rich environment (Charts, Word Walls, etc.)

· Raise the rigor of your instruction by having students engage in tasks that require both thinking and doing simultaneously (e.g., Literature Circles, Presentations, Discussions, etc.)

· Teach grammar lessons in context.

· Use novels that are related to the unit being taught during each Instructional Window, utilizing the skills of that unit (Narrative, Expository/Research, Response to Literature, Persuasion).

Please incorporate these strategies into your classroom practice.  I will be checking on their use during observations.
