Standard Based Bulletin Boards

Standard Based Bulletin Boards include the following elements:

1. List the Standard for the student work begin displayed (e.g. R 2.6 Determine the adequacy and appropriateness of the evidence for an author’s conclusions.

2. Describe the task that students were assigned (listing the directions that students followed is helpful).

3. Share the rubric that was used to evaluate the student work (see sample below)
